
















21.1.2  At any meeting of the Management Committee any person present having financial 
interest in a subject under discussion shall forthwith declare his interest and withdraw from 
the meeting. 
He shall not return during the discussion unless unanimously invited by the remaining 
members present.
21.1.3  A Member shall not and shall not encourage another member to commit a breach of 
Rule or the Rules of Golf as compiled by the Royal and Ancient Golf Club of St Andrew’s.
21.1.4  A member shall not do or cause to be done anything deliberately harmful to the 
Club nor likely to bring the game of golf into disrepute. 
21.1.5  A member shall at all times observe the etiquette of golf as compiled by the Royal 
and Ancient Golf Club of St Andrew’s.
21.1.6  A member shall not without good and sufficient cause absent himself from hearing 
of any allegation or appeal having been requested with reasonable notice to attend and shall 
answer any question put to him in connection with such allegation or appeal.
21.1.7  It shall be the duty of all Members to report a breach of Rule referred to in 21.1.3 
to the Captain or Vice-Captain or such other member of the Management Committee in 
attendance at the Club.
21.1.8  Failure to report a breach of Rule referred to in 21.1.7 shall be considered to be a 
breach of this Rule
21.1.9  Every formal allegation of breach of Rule must be made in writing to the General 
Secretary specifying the Rule alleged to have been broken, the name of the Member alleged 
to be in breach and the approximate date of the alleged breach. 
Every allegation so made shall be dealt with by the Management Committee.
21.2  Any Member charged with any breach of Rule shall be furnished with details in writing 
of such breach and shall have the right to a personal hearing or to make written 
representation.
21.2.1  If a formal allegation is proved to their satisfaction the Management Committee 
shall have power to impose on the Member guilty of such breach one or more of the 
following penalties:
21.2.2  That he be expelled from the Club.
21.2.3  That he be suspended indefinitely or for a stated period.
21.2.4  That he be relegated to a restricted form of membership.
21.2.5  That he be censured.
21.2.6  That he gives an Undertaking in such terms as the Management Committee may 
decide.
21.2.7  That he be dealt with in such other manner as the Management Committee may 
think fit.
21.2.8  If an undertaking required under 21.2.6 is not given within seven days of a written 
request by the Management Committee the Management Committee may impose an 
alternative penalty.
21.2.9  The Captain shall have the power to impose 
suspension covering the period from the alleged breach of Rule until the procedure under 
Rule 21.1.6, 21.1.9 and 21.2 can take place
21.3  There shall be no appeal against a decision of the Captain under Rule 21.2.9. 

22  Appeals
22.1  Any Member aggrieved by a decision of the Management Committee under Rule 
21.2.2, 21.2.3 and 21.2.4 may appeal against that decision to a Special General Meeting 
provided 
the Member has obtained ten signatories of Full Members to the appeal.
22.2  The procedure for the Special General Meeting to hear the appeal shall be as set out 
in Rule 17.



23  Trophies
23.1  All perpetual trophies shall remain the property of the Club. 

24  Visitors
24.1  Visitors may be introduced by Members or, at the discretion of the General Secretary 
on his authority. Visitors shall pay such green or day fees as the Management Committee 
shall from time to time decide and visitors’ names and addresses and the name of their 
introducer (if other than the General Secretary) shall be entered in the Visitor’s Book and 
the green or day fee paid to the Steward prior to play or admission to the Club facilities.
Such visitors may on the days covered by their green or day fees purchase intoxicating 
liquor from the bar and enjoy such other privileges of the Club as the Management 
Committee shall from time to time determine.

25  Address of Members
25.1  Every Member shall from time to time inform the Secretary of his address.
Such address shall be inserted in the register of Members and all notices sent by post to 
such addresses shall be deemed to have been duly delivered on the day following the date 
of posting.

26  Notices
26.1  No notice shall be placed on or removed from the club house nor shall any alteration 
be made thereto without the sanction of the Management Committee.
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
